4. Objectives, syllabus CONTENT and intended LEARNING outcomes 

	4.1. Course objectives (including form of classes)
C1. - acquaintance with the grammatical rules of the Latin language to a degree which makes it possible to translate texts and to understand frequently quoted Latin phrases and sentences.

C2 - acquiring a lexical resource that contributes to the explanation of the etymology of words functioning in Polish and foreign languages, as well as scientific nomenclature. 

C3 - introduction to selected issues of ancient literature, history and culture on the basis of translated works. 

C4 - developing pro-social attitudes.

	4.2. Detailed syllabus (including form of classes)

Lexia: nouns of the declension I - V; adjectives of the declension I - III (gradation of adjectives, formation and gradation of adverbs; adjectives of the pronominal variety); personal, possessive, indicative, relative, interrogative, reflexive pronouns; main and ordinal numerals ; verbs of the four conjugations in the following forms: - indicativus praesentis, imperfecti, perfecti, plusquamperfecti, futuri I, futuri exacti activi and passivi; - infinitivus praesentis, perfecti, futuri activi and passivi; - imperativus praesentis activi and passivi; - coniunctivus praesentis , imperfecti activei and passivi; - participium praesentis activei, participium perfecti passivi, participium futuri activei and passivi; - Gerundium; - Supinum; - verb " esse" and its compounds; Syntax:  Single sentence formation; subordinate compound sentences (intentional, complement, temporal, causative, conditional); Complement after negation; Accusativus duplex; Nominativus duplex; Dativus possessivus; Accusativus cum infinitivo,;  Nominativus cum infinitivo; Ablativus absolutus; Coniugatio periphrastica passiva; coniunctivus in the main sentence; syntax of city names; Ablativus comparationis; Ablativus temporis, Ablativus loci, Ablativus separationis; prepositional order. Translation of adapted texts and excerpts from the works of ancient authors (Caesar, Cicero, Seneca, Catullus, Virgil, Horace, Ovid) and medieval authors (normative and pastoral texts; excerpts from the chronicle of Gall Anonimus, Jan Długosz).
